REFINED PACKARD

The refined Packard methodology consists of three categories of occupations and two categories of organizations, as follows.  

Category I – Occupations listed in this category are counted across all DoD organizations
.    These are occupations such as contracting or program management and are presumed to be performing acquisition-related work regardless of where they are located in the Army.  As a result, all positions/personnel in these occupational series are counted as part of the A&TWF.

      (1)  Are directly involved in the conceptualization, initiation, planning, design, development, test contracting, production, deployment, logistics support (LS), modification, and disposal of weapons and other systems, supplies, or services (including construction) to satisfy DoD needs, intended for use in or in support of military missions.  

(2)  The duties of the position involve establishing and enforcing 

policies and practices that govern acquisition to include:

· Documenting mission needs and establishing performance goals and baselines.

· Determining and prioritizing resource (funding and personnel) requirements for acquisition programs.

· Planning and executing acquisition programs.

· Directing and controlling the acquisition review process.

· Developing and assessing logistics implications.

· Contracting.

· Monitoring the execution status of approved programs.

· Reporting to Congress.
