AGREEMENT 

TO REMAIN ON ACTIVE DUTY


I, ____________________________, understand and agree that pursuant to the Defense Acquisition Workforce Improvement Act, (DAWIA), my assignment to critical acquisition positions as specified on the Military Acquisition Position List results in a service obligation required by Federal Law (10 U.S.C., section 1734 (a)).  I therefore agree to remain on active duty when assigned to a critical acquisition position until I have completed three years in this position, unless sooner released by an appropriate agency official from service obligation, consistent with the requirements of DAWIA.


I understand that all assignments to critical acquisition positions made by PERSCOM are for a minimum of three years unless waived by the Director of Acquisition Career Management.  The length of service (assignment period) can be waived only under exceptional circumstances, as prescribed and permitted in regulations established by the Secretary of Defense (10 U.S.C. section 1734 (d)).


I understand that, once signed, this agreement remains in effect until the provisions are properly completed (as prescribed in paragraph 1), or the agreement is properly waived (as prescribed in paragraph 2).


I understand that, once signed, this agreement will apply to all future assignments to critical acquisition positions and the agreement will be maintained in my career management file.


I understand that if I fail to complete a period of assignment, based on my voluntary separation, that includes a service obligation resulting from advanced education at government expense, I may be required to repay an amount that bears the same ratio to the total cost of advanced education as the unserved portion of active duty bears to the total period of active duty I was required to serve.  The cost of advanced education includes tuition, books, fees, supplies, TDY travel, and per diem, but pay and allowances and PCS cost are not included.
